After the year-end  
service, a light lunch will be served, featuring mochi.  
Every participating household will receive one kagami 
set, with a little extra to  
enjoy on New Year’s Day.

Bodhi Day Service at VBT 
Sunday December 11, 10:30 am  

 
 On the morning of December 8th (by the 
Japanese Buddhist calendar), Siddhartha Gotama 
Sakya, while sitting in meditation under a type of fig 
tree, woke up to the Dharma -  
the reality of life and the world.  
By waking up to that reality he  
became the Buddha Sakyamu- 
ni, the "Awakened One- sage  
o f the Sakyas".  The tree und- 
er which he sat became known 
as the Bodhi Tree, the "Tree of 
Awakening - ficus religiosa".  
And many centuries later, the  
content of Sakyamuni Buddha's 
awakening took the name of Amida Buddha.  Thus in 
Jodo Shinshu, we have two different meanings of the 
word Buddha: first is the historical Sakyamuni 
Buddha, the human being who woke up to the Truth; 
second is the Truth itself, named Amida Buddha, the 
reality beyond time and space.  This awakening event 
by Sakyamuni took place some 25 hundred years ago 
and is observed according to the solar calendar by 
Japanese Buddhist on December 8th.
